It is important to provide children with
comprehensive reading and writing skills, including both letter recognition and the
ability to understand and interpret written text. Keeping this in view, under the aegis
of the Ministry of Education, Govt of India, National Council of Educational Research
& Training (NCERT), New Delhi and Central Institute of Indian Languages (CIIL),
Mysore, and Central University of Odisha, Koraput, a total of 121 Primers in Indian
Languages have been meticulously developed and released in six phases. A total of
04 more Primers in Indian Languages in Indian Languages (Hindi, Sanskrit, Ho-Hindi,
Koya-Odlya) have been meticulously developed and released in the sixth phase, on
the occasion of 65" Anniversary of ‘Foundation Day of NCERT’, by Ministry of
Education, Govt. of India on 1%t September 2025 in the program of, NCERT New Delhi.
